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Emerald Ash Borer (EAB)

EAB has arrived. LEAF is sad to share that Emerald ash borer (EAB) was recently discovered in Ozaukee
County, Wl near the village of Newburg. A homeowner observed his ash trees were dying and contacted
natural resource officials to report his concern. EAB is an invasive, destructive insect pest of ash trees.

Alot is at stake in Wisconsin. There are an estimated 737 million ash trees in our forests
and another five million in our communities. The discovery of EAB offers educators a
bittersweet opportunity Z teaching students about invasive species and how they affect
the ecological, economic, and social health of urban and rural communities. Urban communities in Wisconsin are home to
millions of ash trees, as are larger outlying forests. This may be the time to take out your LEAF Urban Forest lesson guide
and incorporate our lessons into your curriculum. The Resource Center at the Wisconsin Center for Environmental Education
(WCEE) has an EAB identification kit with beetle sample and wood samples for check out. Check out our website for more
lesson ideas and more information.

TEACHERS AND WOOD: Teachers Examine Environmental Impacts of Forest Products through
Community-Based Learning (CBL)

What is the environmental impact of forest products? How do the choices we make as product
users affect the energy consumed by products made from trees? What is the process of
producing a wood product? Teachers spent three days at the Elcho School Forest exploring
answers to these questions as part of a (Forest to Finishdworkshop organized by LEAF and the
Wisconsin Forest Resources Education Alliance (WFREA). Media coverage of the workshop
included this piece by television station WAOW.

Ten teachers from throughout Wisconsin who teach elementary, science, agriculture education,
and other subjects attended the workshop to learn how they can engage their students in
community-based learning (CBL). CBL is an effective educational approach that uses the
community as the classroom to engage students in community issues. The CBL process includes
conducting an inventory (in the forest and community) to determine what needs and assets exist.
Students then develop projects to address an identified need.

In the Elcho GForest to Finishdworkshop, teachers created a GIS project of their forest and then conducted a timber cruise in the school forest.
Using Kruzer software, they determined stocking rates and possible management options. Teachers then discussed harvest approaches with
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forester Ron Zalewski of the DNR in Antigo. Through this process, teachers learned that a lot of preparation and decision making goes into a tree
harvest.

After the discussion, two trees were harvested by a local logger and then sawn into lumber with a portable sawmill run by a local resident.
Sections of the trees were made into perlins for a woodshed raised by the group. Teachers participated in the raising of a timber-framed
woodshed and learned about construction techniques. A tour of the Kretz sawmill provided a comparison of commodity forest product
processing? allowing the teachers to then compare the construction of local, low energy buildings with current typical building methods. The
group developed a rubric to examine the environmental impact of forest products from forest management through construction using the
information they gained in the workshop.

Teachers left the workshop with materials and equipment to implement a similar project in their school forest as well as a deeper understanding
of forest management and the forest products process.
