On a cold, windy and snowy day in December 2008, about 280 students and their teachers from Southern Door County elementary, middle and
high schools learned firsthand in their school forest about the important roll that harvesting plays in keeping forests healthy. Led by WDNR
Foresters Chris Plzak and Bill Ruff, students from 4th and 5th grades, Ecology, Agriculture and Wood Working classes learned, in kid-friendly
terms, about the importance of wood products in their daily lives and the needs and benefits of periodic harvesting. They also witnessed the
cutting of an aspen stand in their forest using high tech and very expensive equipment.

The harvested areas in the forest will provide additional learning opportunities for years to come as students and teachers contrast changes in the
cut areas compared to those areas of the forest left untouched. Based on comments afterward from both students and teachers, it was an
amazing and much appreciated educational experience for all who braved the weather. The harvest provided some long-anticipated learning
opportunities proposed in the recently-revised Southern Door Forest Management Plan and the recently completed and WEEB-approved School
Forest Education Plan.

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LEAF STAFF RETREAT:
Tracking Martensin the Northwoods

Every quarter, LEAtaff takesa day and head out of the officeinto the
world to learn first-hand the diversity of work that natural resource professionals are up to
every day in Wisconsin. This February, we headed up to Hurley and spent time tracking a
radio-collared marten with Zach Wilson of the North Lakeland Discovery Center and three
of his high school student assistants.

(The American marten (Martes americarjaalso known as the pine marten, is an
endangered species in Wisconsin and is listed as a regional forest sensitive species on the
Chequamegon-Nicolet National Forest. Native throughout much of Wisconsin, marten
were extirpated in Wisconsin by 1925 through
over-trapping, agricultural expansion, and
habitat decline. Reintroduction efforts occurred
in Wisconsin in 1953, 1975 -1983, 1987-1990 and
in 2008. Research suggests there has been little
range expansion beyond the original LEAF staff and Hurley High School students, Victor
reintroduction sites in the Chequamegon-Nicolet  vokolek, Brandon Garro, and Quinn Adamavich
National Forest.

In 2006, the North Lakeland Discovery Center, a 501(c)3 not-for-profit organization, and the Mercer and
Hurley K-12 public schools, were conducting a fisher radio-telemetry research project, when they came
across an American marten track. With permission and proper permits from the Wisconsin Department
of Natural Resources (WDNR), the Discovery Center changed its research focus from fishers and started surveying for marten populations. Over
the past two years the school students, general public and the Discovery Center staff have captured and radio-collared 7 martens in northern Iron
