Imagine a classroom where the learning begins before the building is constructed or even 
designed.  Students can learn about design, contribute their ideas and opinions and work 
together to take ownership of their new space.  Instead of ordering lumber from a big 
box building supply store, the class takes a hike through the school forest and identifies 
trees to be harvested and dragged back to the building site.  From organically branching 
columns, they learn how to create a timber frame structure that is both stronger and 
more beautiful than conventional construction.  They fashion their own space with their 

own hands.  Learning goes hand in hand with making new spaces and gives students an appreciation for the built 
environment as well as the natural one.   
 
This possibility already exists.  Roald Gundersen, the founder of Whole Trees Architecture and Construction, uses local forest thinnings to 
construct beautiful sustainable buildings that create value from sustainable forest management practices.

I eat them because 
they're healthy food, not because they taste delicious --but some kinds are much tastier, and any kinds might make excellent preserves.
