In developing an exemplary forest education plan for the D.C. Everest Schools, educators in our district found LEAF workshops to 
be a springboard for curriculum development in environmental education across all grade levels.  LEAF has conducted workshops 
at the district's school forest for teachers in Grades K-5. Many of the principles introduced in LEAF have found their way into the 

middle and high school environmental curriculums as well.  
 
We've used LEAF as a catalyst for environmental education curriculum writing across all grade levels. It helps to be selective in choosing what 
meets district benchmarks ɀ then truly make it your own by adapting and "working it" intensively through field testing.  It is no secret that we have 
written over 100 lessons for our elementary environmental programs.  What may not be known is that we have re-written most of those lessons 
and activities at least two to three times after teaching them over the last five years!  (continued . . .)

The staff at the D.C. Everest School Forest feels that this is what creates a site-specific quality environmental education program. This approach 
has fostered programs at our school forest that have been showcased by others.  One example is our Maple Sugaring Program for Grade 4.  With 
its roots in forest sustainability, this program also teaches the photosynthesis process, tree identification, and the history of syrup making in 
Wisconsin, while immersing students in the maple-syrup production process.   
 
Good starting points for the D.C. Everest School Forest program were the principles defined in LEAF.  Eventually, our curriculum became uniquely 
our own, one that really cannot be taught on any other site or any other classroom. We encourage you to do the same for your district. 

 
WEBSTER School Forest Highlight

Forestry education has been important to our district as we service a large rural area where the 
majority of our students use the county and state forests that surround us.  They are very familiar with 
the wildlife and plant life of Burnett County and our 40 acre forest supports these species of wildlife 
and plant life from the county; in addition, we have a pond and wetlands that support vegetation that 
are essential for quality groundwater and habitat diversity. 
 
Forestry education has been a joint effort between the administration, school board, a committee of 
primary, middle, and high school teachers, the local DNR foresters, and members of local groups and 
civic organizations.  Many of the ideas have been generated from inservice workshops, science conventions and summer programs, 
professional science newsletters, and units written up by the "science" and "outdoor" lovers on our staff.
