> A boat cruise up the river Dart to Totnes

> A drive across Dartmoor, the setting of Sherlock Holmes’s Hound of the
Baskervilles

> A half-day tour of Bath

> Attendance at Crimefest in Bristol, with panel sessions, interviews of featured
guest authors, book signings, and a Gala dinner

> A half-day ferry cruise and guided walking tour of Bristol
