Fencing Referee Clinic

Monday November 214, 2009

Introduction

This clinic is designed to help you become a knowledgeable fencing referee. Complete knowledge of the rules is not
required for this clinic. However, we do recommend that you skim through some of the key rules outlined in the next
section. We will begin by going over a number of the rules in greater detail. After discussion and answering everyone’s
guestions, those who own gear will suit up and everyone will get some referee practice in.

We will discuss refereeing all the weapons. Knowledge of t he weapons and their specific rules, however, are not
required beforehand. For now, only concern yourself with learning the rules for your weapon(s).

This clinic will be held on Monday November 2™, 2009. We will begin at 7pm in the Laird Room of the Dreyfus University
Center (DUC) and go until about 9pm.

Keep in mind that knowledge of the rules of fencing is critical to fencers, not just for the referees. Only the fencers

currently bouting may challenge the referee on a call. We as your coaches can not. We highly recommend that you
