i)  Five lesson plans, one lesson plan for each of the five components of reading that includes an introduction and
reflection that defines the component and synthesizes the impact of the component on reading instruction and
learning.

ii) Case study artifacts, including utilization of an assessment tool for each of the five reading components, a summary of
the assessments, reflection on student’s strengths and instructional needs, and a series of  three or more lesson
plans designed to meet the child’s reading instructional needs.

iii)  Documentation and personal reflection of three or more experiences of receiving feedback and coaching from an
expert of reading instruction on instructional practices, including feedback and coaching in at least three of the
components of reading.
