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Introduction 

 
 
PURPOSE AND SCOPE 

The 2021 Certified Organic Survey was conducted by 
the U.S. Department of Agriculture's (USDA) 
National Agricultural Statistics Service (NASS) in 
conjunction with USDA's Risk Management Agency 
(RMA). The primary purpose of the survey is to 
collect value of sales information at the commodity 
level along with acreage, production, and practices 
data for a variety of certified organic crop and 
livestock operations.  
 
The first organic survey was initiated in 2008 to 
support an emerging organic industry. The 2008, 
2014, and 2019 organic surveys were conducted as 
part of the census of agriculture as special studies. 
These data collection efforts surveyed all known 
certified, exempt, and transitioning organic 
operations in the U.S. The 2011, 2015, and 2016 
certified organic surveys were conducted in 
cooperation with the USDA’s Risk Management 
Agency in an effort to expand the number and variety 
of premium price elections for certified organic crops. 
The survey in these years were restricted to only 
certified organic operations in the U.S. 
 
It is important that detailed, unbiased information is 
available to help determine the economic impact of 
certified organic production at the national and state 
levels.  Data published from the survey will help 
provide the industry with a reliable source of timely 
information to use in justifying research projects and 
fund requests to benefit producers. 
 
USES OF SURVEY DATA  

The 2021 Organic Survey collected detailed 
information at the commodity level on acreage, 
production, and sales for a variety of organic crop and 
livestock commodities. Information was also 
collected on marketing and agricultural practices, 
crop insurance usage, select production expenses, and 

acres transitioning into organic production. All data 
except for the items related to land transitioning into 
organic production pertain only to certified organic 
farms.  
The data are used to guide industry planning, monitor 
growth, shape decisions regarding farm policy, 
research and funding allocations, and other key 
issues.  
 
Certified organic survey data are used by - 

• Farm organizations to petition Congress or state 
legislatures for funding and support of industry-
related programs;  

• Government, extension, and university scientists 
to determine research needs;  

• Suppliers to the organic industry to plan 
production and marketing of new products; and  

• USDA agencies, such as RMA, to provide better 
insurance coverage for certified organic crops 
through the Federal Crop Insurance Corporation 
(FCIC). 

 
AUTHORITY 

The census of agriculture is required by law under the 
“Census of Agriculture Act of 1997," Public Law 
105-113 (Title 7, United States Code, Section 2204g). 
The law authorizes the Secretary of Agriculture to 
conduct surveys deemed necessary to furnish annual 
or other data on the subjects covered by the census. 
The 2021 Organic Survey was conducted under the 
provisions of this section.  
 
CERTIFIED ORGANIC DEFINITION 

According to the National Organic Program (NOP), 
the USDA’s National Organic Standards Board 
determined a national standard that organic food must 
be produced without the use of conventional 
pesticides, petroleum-based fertilizers, sewage-
sludge-based fertilizers, herbicides, genetic 
engineering (biotechnology), antibiotics, growth 
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hormones, or irradiation. Animals raised on an 
organic operation must meet animal health and 
welfare standards, not be fed antibiotics or growth 
hormones, be fed 100-percent organic feed, and must 
be provided access to the outdoors. Land must have 
no prohibited substances applied to it for at least three 
years before the harvest of an organic crop. The NOP 
states that all farms, ranches, and handling operations 
that display the “USDA Organic” seal must be 
certified organic by the state or by a private agency, 
accredited by the USDA, to ensure the NOP standards 
are followed. Farms that follow the National Organic 
standards and have less than $5,000 in annual sales 
can be exempt from certification. The exempt farms 
may use the term “organic” but may not use the 
“USDA Organic” seal. The 2021 Organic Survey did 
not include organic handlers and processors.  
 
DATA COMPARABILITY 

The 2019 and 2021 Organic Surveys publish data 
from producers that were certified organic and 
transitioning to organic certification. The weighting 
methodology for the survey includes weight 
adjustments for nonresponse and undercoverage.  
 
The 2016 and 2015 Certified Organic Surveys 
published data from certified organic farms and 
ranches and included weight adjustments for 
nonresponse and undercoverage.  
 
The 2014 Organic Survey published data from 
producers that were certified organic, exempt from 
certification, and transitioning to organic 
certification. The weighting methodology for the 
survey included adjustments for nonresponse, 
undercoverage, and misclassification.  
 
REFERENCE PERIOD 

Crop, livestock and poultry production, production 
expenses, crop insurance usage, agricultural practices, 
and marketing practices are measured for January 1, 
2021 through December 31, 2021.  
 
TABLES AND APPENDICES 

Tables indicate data for certified organic farms and 
ranches at the U.S. and state levels. Tables 1 through 
28 contain data only for certified organic farms. 
Tables 29 through 34 contain data on farms and land 
transitioning into organic production for both 

currently certified organic farms and farms 
transitioning into organic production.   
 

Appendix A. Provides information about data 
collection and data processing activities and discusses 
the statistical methodology used in conducting and 
evaluating the survey. Table A provides statistical 
precision estimates for the number of certified farms, 
acres, and the total value of sales for the United States 
and each state. 
 
Appendix B. Provides information about the 
development of the report form. It also contains the 
definitions of specific terms and phrases used in this 
publication, including items in the publication tables 
that carry the note “see text.” It also provides an 
example of the report form and instruction sheet used 
to collect the data.  
 
RESPONDENT CONFIDENTIALITY 

In keeping with the provisions of Title 7 of the United 
States Code, no data are published that would disclose 
information about the operations of an individual 
farm or ranch. All tabulated data are subjected to an 
extensive disclosure review prior to publication. Any 
tabulated item that identifies data reported by a 
respondent or allows a respondent’s data to be 
accurately estimated or derived, was suppressed and 
coded with a ‘D’. However, the number of farms 
reporting an item is not considered confidential 
information and is provided even though other 
information is withheld.

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Appendix A. 
Statistical Methodology 

 
 
THE SURVEY POPULATION 

The target population for the 2021 Organic Survey 
was all U.S. farms and ranches certified for meeting 
the standards of the National Organic Program (NOP) 
administered by the USDA’s Agricultural Marketing 
Service (AMS).  (NOP standards are available on the 
internet at www.ams.usda.gov/nop.)  Only data from 
operations certified by an AMS approved agent are 
published. 
 
To ensure that all certified organic farms and ranches 
were provided the opportunity to complete the survey, 
the list of farms and ranches contacted for this survey 
included producers identified as certified organic or 
to organic certification in NASS’ List Frame and the 
AMS NOP List. The final census count included 
26,407 producers that met the criteria.  
 
The census count is the number of records from the 
mail list that had certified organic production in 2021 
or whose operational status was unknown. The census 
count for the U.S. was 16,589. 
 
DATA COLLECTION 

Method of Enumeration 

The 2021 Organic Survey was conducted using 
multiple data collection strategies.  Data were 
collected primarily by mail and was supplemented 
with Electronic Data Reporting (EDR) via the Internet 
and telephone calls. Enumeration methods were 
similar to those used in the 2019 Organic Survey. 
 

Report Form 

A 20-page report form was designed to collect 
information about certified organic production of 
field crops, vegetables, fruits, tree nuts, berries, 
horticulture, livestock, and poultry, as well as 
expenses, practices, and marketing questions. See 

Appendix B for a copy of the final report form and 
instruction sheet. 
 
Report Form Mailings and Respondent Follow-up 

A pre-survey postcard was mailed to all respondents 
in early December with instructions on how to 
complete the survey online. The initial mailout 
occurred in late-December 2021. The initial mail 
packets included a labeled report form, an instruction 
sheet, a letter that requested a prompt response and 
included instructions for compiling the form via 
Internet, and a postage-paid return envelope. One 
follow-up mailout to nonrespondents occurred in late 
February 2022. Printing, mail packet preparations, 
and mailouts were managed by the National  
Agricultural Statistics Service National Operations 
Division (NOD) in St. Louis, MO. Additional 
telephone follow-up interviews occurred by NASS 
Data Collection Centers and in person by National 
Association of State Departments of Agriculture 
(NASDA) staff from February 2022 through May 
2022. 
 
Data were collected for a select group of producers by 
NASS field offices. To minimize the number of 
agency contacts, operations included in this group 
were flagged for contact by NASS staff in the 
Regional Field Offices (RFO) or by NASDA staff for 
other agricultural surveys. RFO and NASDA staff 
collected data by phone from February 2022 through 
May 2022. 
 
REPORT FORM PROCESSING 

Data Capture 

All report forms returned to the NPC were 
immediately checked in, using bar codes printed on 
the mailing label, and removed from the follow-up 
mailout. All forms with any data were scanned and an 
image was created for each page of a report form. 
After the images were created, the data were keyed as 
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reported from the paper form received. Any 
inconsistencies and respondent remarks were 
reviewed by statisticians in the RFOs and corrected, 
if necessary, during data editing and analysis. 
 

Data Editing and Analysis 

Data from each report form were processed through a 
computer edit which flagged missing or inconsistent 
entries. Each report with a flagged entry was reviewed 
by regional field office and/or headquarters 
statisticians. Action was required for any record with 
reported data that were clearly incorrect, for example, 
in some cases, respondents may have failed to provide 
all of the information requested, only indicating the 
presence of an item but not the amount. These items 
were tagged for machine imputation. After the initial 
edit, an imputation program supplied missing data and 
made adjustments based on responses of similarly 
sized farms within the same geographic area. Data 
entries by the computer edit process were reviewed 
and verified by analysts. Instances where imputed 
data failed edit checks were referred to statisticians 
for corrective action. The computer edit ensured the 
data on a report form were internally consistent. 
 
Prior to publication, tabulated totals were reviewed to 
identify and resolve remaining irregularities. 
Comparisons were made with 2017 census data, 2019 
Organic Survey data, and other available check data. 
The data were processed through a disclosure 
program to prevent data from being published that 
could be sourced back to an individual operation. 
 
Imputation 

For item level nonresponse in the 2021 Organic 
Survey multivariate sequential regression approach 
was used to impute for missing values. Records were 
grouped by state, region or strata for a better selection 
of covariates going into the regression model. This 
technique preserved the relationships within the data 
and allowed for comparable distributions post and pre 
imputation.  Categorical variable imputations were 
performed using the multivariate sequential 
regression approach however taking into 
consideration the distribution of reported data. 
 
Items that were imputed:  

• Crop production, utilization and gross value of 
sales; 

• Livestock moved/sold and gross value of 
sales; 

• Crop Insurance; and 
• Production expenses. 

 
ESTIMATION 

NASS’s goal was to produce certified and transitional 
organic agricultural totals for the publication that 
were fully adjusted for list undercoverage and 
nonresponse. Although much effort was expended 
making the 2021  Organic Survey list as complete as 
possible, it did not include all U.S.  certified and 
transitional organic farms and ranches, resulting in list 
undercoverage. Some organic producers did not 
respond to the survey, despite numerous attempts to 
contact them. 
 
Nonrespondents were accounted for in the final data 
by increasing the survey weights of the respondents 
inversely to the proportion of 
nonrespondents. Record-level list frame control data 
and 2019 Certified Organic Survey state-level number 
of organic farms and ranches were used to define 
weighting cells (strata) comprised of farms and 
ranches of similar size or production.  The counts of 
survey respondents and nonrespondents were used to 
compute the adjustment factor for the weighting 
cell.  The methodology assumed nonresponse was 
random.  For example, a weighting cell has 100 farms 
and ranches of which 80 responded and 20 did 
not.  Every respondent would have its original weight 
of 1 increased to 1.25 (100/80) to represent the farms 
and ranches not responding. 
 

The 2017 Census of Agriculture (CoA) was used to 
adjust for undercoverage. The records of respondents 
to the 2021 Organic Survey were matched to the 
records responding on the 2017 CoA organic 
production section. For the records that responded as 
having organic production on both the 2021 survey 
and on the 2017 CoA, the undercoverage weights 
from the 2017 CoA were applied to the 2021 survey 
response. These records were used to build a 
regression model of undercoverage weights using 
2021 survey responses. For each 2021 survey 
response that did not match to a 2017 CoA record, the 
estimated weight from the regression model was that 
record’s undercoverage weight. 
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DATA COMPARABILITY 

The 2021 Organic Survey publishes data from 
producers that were certified organic and transitioning 
to organic certification. The weighting methodology 
for the survey includes weight adjustments for 
nonresponse and undercoverage. Comparisons with 
other NASS publications and other non-NASS 
sources must allow for differences in list sources, 
report form design, reference periods, organic 
definitions, and weighting adjustments. 
 
RESPONDENT CONFIDENTIALITY 

In keeping with the provisions of Title 7 of the United 
States Code, no data are published that would disclose 
information about the operations of an individual 
farm or ranch. All tabulated data are subjected to an 
extensive disclosure review prior to publication. Any 
tabulated item that identifies data reported by a 
respondent or allows a respondent’s data to be 
accurately estimated or derived, was suppressed and 
coded with a ‘D’. However, the number of farms 
reporting an item is not considered confidential 
information and is provided even though other 
information is withheld. 
 

MEASURES OF SURVEY QUALITY 

Results of the 2021 Organic Survey are subject to 
nonsampling errors.  Sources of nonsampling errors 
include respondent reporting errors, recording errors, 
errors in data capture, or errors in action taken during 
editing and imputation.  Extensive efforts were made 
to minimize these types of errors. Table A provides 
statistical precision estimates for the number of farms 
and ranches and acres and the total value of sales for 
the United States and for each state. 
 
Survey Response Rate 

The response rate is an indicator of the quality of data 
collection. It is generally assumed that if a response 
rate was close to 100 percent, the potential for 
nonresponse bias is small. Because this survey 
contains both farm and nonfarm records, the response 
rate is an indicator of replying to the survey data 
collection effort, but does not reflect whether those 
responding met the farm definition or had the items of 

interest for the survey. The response rate for the 2021 
Organic Survey is 42.6 percent. This compares to 59.4 
percent for the 2016 Organic Survey. 
 
MEASURES OF PRECISION 

Under the guidance of the Statistical Policy Office of 
the Office of Management and Budget (OMB), the 
U.S. Department of Agriculture’s National 
Agricultural Statistics Service (NASS) provides data 
users with quality metrics for its published data series. 
The accuracy of data products may be evaluated 
through sampling and nonsampling error. The 
measurement of error due to sampling in the current 
period is evaluated by the coefficient of variation 
(CV) for each estimated item. Nonsampling error is 
evaluated by response rates and the percent of the 
estimate from respondents. 
 
Coefficient of variation is a measure of the relative 
amount of error associated with a sample estimate. 
Specifically, it is the standard error of a point estimate 
divided by that estimate, generally multiplied times 
100 so that it can be reported as a percentage. This 
relative measure allows the reliability of a range of 
estimates to be compared. For example, the standard 
error is often larger for large population estimates 
than for small population estimates, but the large 
population estimates may have a smaller CV, 
indicating a more reliable estimate. Every estimate for 
the 2021 Organic Survey has a corresponding CV 
published with it. NASS has identified the following 
index to use when evaluating coefficient of variation 
for the 2021 Organic Survey. The coefficient of 
variation is used as an indicator of the precision in the 
survey estimates and is reported for major survey 
items in Table A. 
 

• Low Reliability Estimate. Coefficient of 
Variation (CV) 30 percent or higher. Caution 
should be used when using this estimate in any 
form. Please consult NASS for more 
information or guidance. 

• Medium Reliability Estimate. Coefficient of 
Variation (CV) between 15 percent and 29.9 
percent. 

• High Reliability Estimate. Coefficient of 
Variation (CV) less than 15 percent.

General Explanation and Report Form 

 
 
DEVELOPMENT OF THE REPORT FORM 

Planning for the 2021 Organic Survey began in the 
summer of 2021. NASS utilized recommendations 
from federal representatives and lessons learned from 
the 2019 Organic Survey before the final report form 
was completed. 
 
DATA CHANGES 

There have been no changes since the last organic 
survey was conducted in 2019.   

 
Report Form Changes 

The order of sections in the questionnaire were 
changed from 2019 version of the Organic Survey. 
 

DEFINITIONS AND EXPLANATIONS 

The following definitions and explanations provide a 
detailed description of specific terms and phrases 
used in this publication. Items in the publication tables 
which carry the note ‘‘see text’’ also are explained. 
Most of the definitions and explanations are the same 
as those used in earlier organic surveys. 
 

Acres and quantity harvested. Totals for field crops, 
grapes, apples, fruits, tree nuts, berries, and 
vegetables in the open were reported in whole and 
tenths of acres. The area of floriculture, nursery crops, 
propagative materials, and mushrooms were reported 
as acres in the open to the tenth acre and grown under 
protection in square feet. During the tabulation 
process, the acres were rounded to whole acres at the 
aggregate level. Only area of harvested crops were 
summarized. Area of crops planted in 2021 for harvest 
the following year or crops that failed were not 
summarized. 
 

All apples. This category contains the total amount of 
apples reported, including fresh and processing 

categories. This includes apples listed on the report 
form and apples not listed (included as Other).   
 

All berries. This category contains the total amount 
of berries reported. This includes berries listed on the 
report form and berries not listed. Other fruits and tree 
nuts are not included. 
 

All berries and other fruit. This category contains 
the total amount of berries and fruit reported. This 
includes all berries and fruit listed on the report form 
and berries and fruit not listed.  
 
All citrus. This category contains the total amount of 
citrus reported. This includes citrus listed on the 
report form and citrus not listed.  
 

All other fruits. This category contains the total 
amount of fruit (excluding apples or grapes) reported. 
This includes fruits listed on the report form and fruits 
not listed. Citrus fruits, tree nuts and other berries are 
not included.  
 

All tree nuts. This category contains the total amount 
of tree nuts reported. This includes tree nuts listed on 
the report form and tree nuts not listed.  
 

Area and quantity harvested. Totals for vegetables 
under protection were reported in square feet. The 
area of floriculture, nursery crops, propagative 
materials, and mushrooms were reported as acres in 
the open to the tenth acre and grown under protection 
in square feet. Area of crops planted in 2021 for 
harvest the following year or crops that failed were 
not summarized 
 

Certified organic commodity. A commodity 
certified by a state or private agency, accredited by the 
USDA, under the guidance of the National Organic 
Program (NOP). For more information, go to 
https://www.ams.usda.gov/ and select the National 
Organic Program. 
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Certifying agency. An agency or organization that, 
for an annual fee, certifies an operation’s organic 
practices are in accordance with the USDA’s NOP 
rules. 
 
Chickpeas (Garbanzo), all.  This category includes 
the total amount of Kabuli chickpeas and other 
chickpeas not listed on the report form. 
 

Community Supported Agriculture (CSA). A type 
of operation intended to create a relationship between 
farmers and consumers in which risks and bounties 
are shared. CSA customers buy shares for a season by 
paying a fee in advance. In return, they receive a 
regular (in most cases weekly) selection of food. 
 
Cultivated Christmas trees. Data are for acres of 
certified organic cultivated Christmas trees – cut or to 
be cut – in production, number of trees cut, and value 
of sales. 
 
Direct to consumer sales. This is the process of 
marketing directly to consumers. Sales may be 
through farmers markets, on-farm stores or farm 
stands, roadside stands or stores, u-pick, CSAs 
(Community Supported Agriculture), or online 
marketplaces operated by the farming operation. 
 

Direct to retail markets, institutions, and food 

hubs for locally or regionally branded sales. This is 
the process of marketing directly to outlets that sell to 
consumers. Sales outlets include supermarkets, 
supercenters, restaurants, caterers, grocery stores, 
food cooperatives, K-12 schools, colleges or 
universities, hospitals, workplace cafeterias, prisons, 
and foodbanks.  
 

Dry edible beans, all. This category includes black, 
blackeye, great northern, dark red kidney, light red 
kidney, lima, navy, pinto, and dry beans not listed.   
 

EQIP Organic Initiative. A program administered 
by the National Resource Conservation Service 
(NRCS) that provides technical and financial 
assistance for organic farmers and ranchers, or those 
interested in transitioning to organic. NRCS can help 
organic producers improve their operations or help 
producers transition to organic using a conservation 
plan tailored to their needs. 
 

Field crops not listed. Any other field crops that did 
not have a specific code in the field crops section of 
the report form are included here.   
 

Floriculture and bedding crops. This category 
includes annuals, herbaceous perennials, vegetable 
plants for sale, cut flowers and cut florist greens, 
indoor foliage plants, potted flowering plants, and 
other floriculture and bedding plants including cacti 
and succulents. 
 
Genetically Modified Organisms (GMOs). This 
refers to genetically modified crops used in 
agriculture, the DNA of which has been modified 
using genetic engineering techniques. In most cases 
the aim is to introduce a new trait to the plant that does 
not occur naturally in the species. GMOs are 
prohibited in organic production and farms were 
asked to report whether they suffered an economic 
loss due to the unintended presence of GMO material 
in a certified organic crop produced for sale. 
 

Grapes. This category contains the total amount of 
grapes reported, including all grape utilization 
categories. This includes grapes listed on the report 
form as Fresh, Wine Production, Juice Production, 
Raisins, and Other Processing Uses.  
 

Grapes, fresh, table use, other varieties. This 
category includes any grape variety reported for fresh 
table use that did not have a specific code in the grape 
section or those that did not meet the publication 
standard. 
 

Grapes, other processing uses, all varieties.  This 
category includes any grape variety reported for other 
processing that did not have a specific code in the 
grape section or those that did not meet the 
publication standard. 
 
Major production challenges. Respondents were 
asked to identify any major challenges they faced as 
an organic farmer. The choices were regulatory 
problems, price issues, production problems, market 
access, management issues, or other challenges. In 
past surveys, respondents were asked to choose the 
one item that represented their primary production 
challenge.  
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Market value of all agricultural products sold. This 
is the gross value of sales before taxes and production 
expenses were deducted of all agricultural products, 
including organic products, sold or removed from the 
place in 2021 regardless of who received the payment.  
 
Marketing contract. A verbal or written agreement 
reached before harvest of a crop or before completion 
of a livestock production stage, setting a price or 
pricing formula and market for the commodity.  
 
Marketing practices. Farms were asked to report the 
value of products sold directly to consumers, direct to 
retail markets/institution/food hubs, and the amount 
of processed or value-added products sold. See Direct 
to consumer and direct to retail for the types of outlets 
included in each marketing practice. 
 
National Organic Certification Cost-Share 

Program. This program provides cost share 
assistance to producers and handlers of agricultural 
products who are obtaining or renewing their 
certification under the National Organic 
Program (NOP). Certified operations may receive up 
to 50 percent of their certification costs paid during 
the program year, not to exceed $500 per certification 
scope. 
 

National Organic Program (NOP). Established 
by Congress , this federal regulatory program 
develops and enforces uniform national standards for 
organically-produced agricultural products sold in the 
United States. Operating as a public-private 
partnership, the National Organic Program (NOP) 
accredits third-party organizations to certify that 
farms and businesses meet the national organic 
standards. USDA and accredited certifiers also work 
together to enforce the standards, ensuring a level 
playing field for producers and protecting consumer 
confidence in the integrity of the USDA Organic Seal. 
 

Nursery crops, including aquatic plants. This 
category includes ornamentals, shrubs, shade trees, 
flowering trees, evergreens, live Christmas trees 
(potted, balled and burlapped, etc.), fruit and nut trees 
grown for sale, vines, palms, ornamental grasses, 
bareroot herbaceous perennials, and aquatic plants.

Price premium received for products from 

transitioning land. This is the number of farms that 
received a price premium, over conventional price of 
the product, measured in percent, for products that 
were produced on transitional land.  

Processed products. This includes products that 
were altered by heat, pressure, and/or freezing 
temperatures. 
 

Propagative materials sold. This category includes 
unfinished plants such as dry bulbs, corms, rhizomes, 
and tubers; cuttings, seedlings, liners, and plugs; 
flower and vegetable seeds; tobacco plants sold for 
transplant to farm fields (exclude transplants to be 
planted on the same operation); and vegetable 
transplants sold for transplant to farm fields. 
 

Rice, all. This category includes the total amount 
reported for long grain rice, medium grain rice, and 
short grain rice in the field crops section.  
 

Transitioning land. This is land in the process of 
becoming organic land that has not yet met the time 
requirement, which is usually 3 years.  
 
Value-added. Any activity or service occurring after 
agricultural production that adds value. Some 
examples of adding value to commodities produced 
on the farm are: bottling milk; making cheese; 
processing or curing meat; producing wine, cider, 
juice, or jam; butchering livestock; and handcrafting 
milled or ground grains. 
 

Value of sales. This is the gross value of sales of all 
certified organic agricultural products sold or 
removed from the place in 2021 regardless of who 
received the payment. The gross value of sales is at 
the commodity level and does not include any activity 
that enhances the commodity’s value after 
production. 
 
Wine production, other varieties. This category 
includes any grape variety reported for wine that did 
not have a specific code in the grape section or items 
that did not meet the publication standard.

Berries, tree nuts and fruits sold in a processed form such as juiced,
canned, dried, etc. should be reported under commercial processing.
